Pineapple Festival gearing up 
The confirmed headliners were recently announced for the 20th          
Anniversary Jensen Beach Pineapple Festival happening        
November 2, 3, and 4 in the streets of historic downtown Jensen 
Beach. The top spot this year goes to the legendary Chubby 
Checker who is currently experiencing a comeback with his new 
song, ”Knock Down The Walls“.  The ”King of the Twist“ will    
headline the festival on Day 2.  American Idol’s country        
sweetheart Kellie Pickler will sing Day 1 and teen Idol, Drew 
Seeley, star of the High School Musical concert, will take the 
stage on Day 3, Family Day.  All three headline concerts will be 
presented from the National City Stage. Over the next few weeks 
the remaining 30+ acts will be announced. This year the festival 
will feature four concert stages - National City Stage, Florida   
Lottery Stage, Martin County Stage, and Bahamas Stage.  During 
the three-days of music, local musicians and scholastic           
performers will also be featured prominently throughout festival 
weekend on the Florida Lottery Stage and Martin County Stage. 
 
Also included in the announcement, this year's festival will see 
the return of the popular Bahamian Marketplace.  Residents from 
the Island of Eleuthera will energize festival goers with the      
infectious sounds of Junkanoo.  The Bahamian Marketplace is 
sponsored by The Bahamas Ministry of Tourism and will feature 
Bahamian food, crafts, music, fashion, and a pineapple eating 
contest. In 1990, Jensen Beach jointly proclaimed a Sister City              
relationship with Gregory Town, Bahamas. The small Bahamian 
community hosts its own Pineapple Festival each June. 
 
The night sky over the downtown Jensen Beach festival will light 
up following the Kellie Pickler concert with a spectacular         
Fireworks show by Santore. Doolan Amusements will present the 
midway in the ”Teen Zone“ and presenting ‘ride all rides’ for one 
price on Sunday, Family Day. Comedian Jon Smith and friends 
will perform at the Pineapplaugh Improv Show. Artists and      
Crafters will display their works on Jensen Beach Boulevard and 
local businesses will showcase their products and services in the 
Expo area.
